The Story
Casa del Bosque’s, was established in 1993 by the Italian
descendant Cuneo family. Red clay composites of volcanic
origin sit on top of granite layers formed beneath the Pacific
Ocean. This soil gives our wines the unique characteristic of
mineral, sea salt flavors.

BIOGRAPHY: In September 2016, Meinard Jan Bloem
arrived to Casas del Bosque as Head Winemaker.

He worked for several years as
both grape grower and winemaker before joining our
team.
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
