at Dominus alongside his father. After completing his BS
Viticulture and Enology from UC Davis he worked in France for
Petrus, Chateau Haut-Brion & La Mission Haut-Brion in
Bordeaux and DRC or Domaine de la Romanée Conti in
Burgundy. When he returned back to the Napa Valley he
worked with Andy Erickson (Screaming Eagle, Dalle Valle, etc).
Our consulting team for the winemaking are Benoit Touquette
(winemaker at Realm) & Michel Rolland. Mr. David Abreu
planted the vineyards and is the Vineyard Manager.
