Wood
storage only, in small oak casks. Maintained on fine lees. Natural decanting by racking.
ALCOHOL BY VOLUME: 14.0%

The Story
The history of the chateau illustrates the ongoing relationship between the vineyard and a long
line of wine growers on an exceptional terroir. Located in the commune of Meyreuil and just four
kilometres from Aix en Provence, the old bastide of the Grands Carmes d'Aix monks, now the
Chateau Simone, has been in the hands of the Rougier family since 1830.
